by to protect and improve lands and crops in the
Province of Bombay aud for charging certain expendi-
ture on the revenucs of the Province -

And whereus the Governor of Bombay has assum-
¢d to himself under the Proclamation dated the 4th
November 1939 issued by him under section 93 of
the Government of India Act, 1935. all powers vest-
]cdt by or under the said Act in the Provincial Legis-
ature ;

(4) On rcceipt of such notice, the Executing Offi-
cer shall inform the owner of the works which are to
be carried out in his land, and shall fix the date be-
forc which the owner shall carry out the works.

(5) Tf such owner fails to carry out any work to
the satisfaction of the Executing Officer before the
date fixed by him or at any timc cxpresses in writing
to the Executing Officer his inability to do so, the
Exccuting Officcr may himself get the work carried
out and the expenses incurred by the Executing Offi-

cer for the purpose shall be recovered from the
owncr,

12.Liability of persons whose lands are not includ-
cd in scheme to contribution.—(1) If. in consequence
of any work carried out under the Scheme anv person,
including the Central Government other than the
owner of the Iand in which the work is done, is likely
to be benefited, he shall pay such amount as the
Administrator may determine as contribution to the
owner of the land, if the work has been carried out
by the owner, or to the Central Government if the
work has been carried out by the Executing Officer :

Provided that the Administrator may cxcuse pay-
ment of such contribution in whole or in part in res-
pect of any work carried out by it in land belonging
lo the Central Government.

(2) The amount shall be paid within such time as
may be specified hy the Administrator.

12A. Penalty.—Any person who contravenes or
causcs amy contravention of any of the provisions of
a Scheme which has come inty force under section
10, or any of the regulations made under section 10A,
or does any act which causes damage to any of the
works carried out under the Scheme, or fails to fulfil
any liatnlity imposed upon him under section 13 or
13A or sub-section (4) of section 25 or of section 25A
shall on conviction, be punishable with fine which
may extend to fifty rupees or with simple imprison-
ment for a period which may extend to one month, or
with both.

own land and in any other Jand in respect of which
he is shown as liable in the said statement.

aired and the cost of so doing shall be recovered
rom the pcrson.

(4) The Soil Conservation Officer shall, as soon as
practicable make report to the Administrator regarding
such repair.
