Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant Development
and important events for the month of December, 2018.

A meeting of the High level Committee (HLC) was held under the Chairmanship of
Hon’ble Home Minister on 06.12.2018 and 17.12.2018 for Central Assistance to the
States of Andhra Pradesh and Odisha for being affected by Cyclone “Titli” and to the
State of Kerala for being affected by Flood; and to the State of Nagaland for being
affected by landslides in 2018.

. On 26.12.2018, a meeting of the Sub-Committee of National Executive Committee
(SC-NEC) was held under the Chairmanship of Union Home Secretary for Central
Assistance to the State of Tamil Nadu for Cyclone “Gaja”.

3. The Committee set up under the Chairpersonship of Special Secretary (IS), MHA
to consider grant of ST status to six communities in Assam submitted its report on
28.12.2018 at New Delhi.

4. Vide Notification No. 6389 (E) dated 30.12.2018, entire State of Nagaland has
been declared as ‘disturbed area’ for a period of six months w.e.f. 30.12.2018 under
Section 3 of the Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act, 1958.

5. A total Number of 74 Coys of CAPFs were deployed in various States for
maintaining law and order during Friday Prayer, Observance of Black Day, Mandala
Makaravilakku Festival, Sabrimala Temple, visit of VVIP, Dharam Sabha organized by
Vishwa Hindu Parishad at Ram Lila Ground, Delhi, Christmas Festival etc.

6. On the request of Government of Uttar Pradesh 70 Coys of CAPs and 10 Advance
Security Check Teams were ordered to be deployed for security arrangements during
Kumbh Mela 2019. On the request of Delhi Police 48 coys of CAPFs have been ordered
to be deployed for security arrangements in connection with Republic Day Celebration
2019.

s On the recommendation of Election Commission of India, 21 Coys order for
Retention/De-Induction of CAPFs were issued for Bye-Election's EVM
Guarding/Counting duties at Gujarat, Jharkhand Bye-Election.

8. On 26.12.2018, Central Government designated ‘Khalistan Liberation Force (KLF)
and all its manifestations’ as terrorist organisation by adding to the First Schedule of the
Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 (37 of 1967).

9. The Government has approved the Scheme “Revamping of BADP” and its
continuation upto March 2020 with financial allocation of Rs. 3640 crore.

10.  Atotal of 194.99 km. of Indo Nepal Border Roads have been completed till the end
of this month.



11.  The Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) has been constituted for advice on all
census related issues related to Census 2021.

12.  The National Register of Citizens (NRC) 1951 in Assam is being updated under
the provisions of Citizenship Act, 1955 and the Citizenship (Registration of Citizens and
Issue of National Identity Cards) Rules, 2003. The applications for preparation of NRC in
Assam were invited in May-August, 2015 and after necessary scrutiny and verification,
the complete draft NRC has been published on 30.07.2018. The process of receipt of
claims and objections on the draft NRC has been completed on 31.12.2018. After the
disposal of claims and objections, the NRC is to be finalized as per the time lines
approved by the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India.

13. A meeting of the SRE Standing Committee was held by Special Secretary (IS) on
11.12.18 to consider reimbursement of claims under the Security Related Expenditure
scheme for the year 2017-18.

14.  An amount of Rs.27.35 crore was released to the States of Gujarat and Punjab
under the relevant sub schemes of the umbrella scheme for Modernization of Police

Forces, during the month.

15.  During the month an amount of Rs.24.48 crore was released to the State
Governments of Manipur, Meghalaya and Nagaland. The total funds released under
Border Area Development Programme (BADP) for the financial year 2018 -19 (as on
31.12.2018) works out to be Rs.662.47 crore.

16.  During the month an amount of Rs.4.65 crore approximately has been sanctioned
as ex-gratia compensation to the NOKs of CAPFs.
