Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant Development
and important events for the month of November, 2018.

On 19.11.2018, a meeting of the High level Committee (HCL) was held under the
Chairmanship of Hon’ble Home Minister for Central Assistance to States of Karnataka for
Flood/Landslide-2018.

2. On 12.11.2018, agreement between the Republic of India and the Kingdom of
Morocco on Mutual Legal Assistance in Criminal Matters was signed.

3. On 08.11.18, Union Home Secretary wrote letters to the Chief Secretary and
Director General of Police, Chhattisgarh regarding call by the CPI (Maoist) for boycott of
State Assembly Elections in Chhattisgarh.

4. On 19.11.18, Union Home Secretary wrote letters to Chief Secretary and Director
General of Police, Chhattisgarh and Director Generals of (CRPF, SSB, ITBP, BSF &
CISF) complimenting them for conduct of the first phase of State Assembly Elections
successfully.

5. Meeting of Monitoring Committee to review the status of implementation of
decisions taken under Agreed Text for Settlement signed between the Govt. of India, the
State Govt. of Meghalaya and ANVC (Achik National Volunteer Council) & ANVC/B was
held on 30.11.2018 at Shillong, Meghalaya under the Chairmanship of Chief Minister,
Meghalaya.

6. On 19.11.2018, Union Home Secretary held a tripartite meeting at New Delhi with
a delegation of Government of Assam, ABSU (All Bodo Students' Union) and PJACBM
(People's Joint Action Committee for Boroland Movement). The delegation also met the
Union Home Minister.

7. A Meeting of the Sub-Committee of National Executive Committee (SC-NEC) was
held under the Chairmanship of Home Secretary on 19.11.2018 for Central Assistance to
the States of Andhra Pradesh, Kerala and Nagaland for Flood/landslides and Cyclone
“Titli” of 2018.

8. Vide Notification No. 5686(E) dated 13.11.2018, Meitei Extremist Groups of
Manipur, namely, Peoples’ Liberation Army (PLA), Revolutionary Peoples’ Front (RPF),
United National Liberation Front (UNLF), Manipur Peoples’ Army (MPA), Peoples’
Revolutionary Party of Kangleipak (PREPAK), Kangleipak Communist Party (KCP),
Kanglei Yaol Kanba Lup (KYKL), Coordination Committee (CorCom) and Alliance for
Socialist Unity Kangleipak (ASUK) have been declared as ‘Unlawful Associations’ under
Section 3 (1) of the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 from the date of publication
of notification.

9. A meeting with delegation of Eastern Naga People’s Organization (ENPO) and
Government of Nagaland was held on 14.11.2018 at New Delhi under the
Chairpersonship of Special Secretary (Internal Security), MHA to discuss demand of
ENPO.



10. A total Number of 76 Coys of CAPFs were deployed in various States for
maintaining law and order during Chehallum Festival, Dipawali, Goverdhan Pooja, Bhaiya
Dooj, Kali Puja, Chhath Puja Kartik Purnima, Barawvfat, Manipur Sangal Festival,
Mandala Makaravilakku Festival, Milad-Un-Nabi, Friday Prayer, Visit of VVIP, Election
Duty, All India Kisan Sangharsh and Parliament Duty etc.

11. On the recommendations of Election Commission of India, 40 coys of CAPFs were
deployed for Bye-Election in Karnataka State. Also, 2,265 coys of CAPFs were deployed
for Assembly Election in Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Mizoram and
Telangana State. 15 CISF personnel were deployed on IS duty pattern at HSCL Office,
Kolkata.

12.  The total funds released under Border Area Development Programme (BADP) till
the end of November works out to be Rs.637.98 crore, for the financial year 2018-19.

13. A handbook titled 'A Handbook for Adolescent/Students on Cyber Safety' has been
published. The Handbook is for Adolescents/Students above 13 years of age and has
been prepared to provide an overview of various cyber threats that can impact children
and safeguards that can help in preventing cybercrimes. This handbook is meant to target
young students and to enable them to understand the cyber world better and prepare
themselves to be responsible cyber citizens of the future.

14.  The President of India gave assent to 2 State Bills namely the Himachal Pradesh
Early Childhood Care and Education Centers (Registration & Regulation) Bill, 2017 and
the Tamil Nadu Vanniyakula Kshatriya Public Charitable Trusts and Endowments
(Protection and Maintenance) Bill, 2018 during the month.

15.  Sanction for prosecution for filing the charge sheet against 17 accused persons
was accorded under the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 for terrorist and anti
national activities.

16.  Preparations towards Census 2021 are in progress. All necessary arrangements
for conducting a pilot survey for testing Questionnaires for Census 2021 have been made.
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
