Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant Development
and important events for the month of March, 2019.

Union Home Secretary reviewed the LWE situation in Bihar, Andhra Pradesh,
Kerala-Karnataka-Tamil Nadu and Maharashtra-Madhya Pradesh Chhattisgarh tri-
junction and shared the reviews with the Chief Secretaries.

2. He also wrote letters to Director Generals of Police of the LWE affected states and
the Director Generals of CAPFs regarding the ongoing Tactical Counter Offensive of CPI
(Maoist) and the need to adhere to the laid down SOPs in view of the ongoing
Parliamentary Elections.

3. Secretary (BM) held a video-conference to review the progress of
developmental/flagship schemes in the LWE affected areas with the representatives of
the states and Ministry of Skill Development & the Ministry of Road Transport.

4. Special Secretary (IS) took a meeting with CRPF, Department for Promotion of
Industry and Internal Trade, Petroleum and Explosives Safety Organization and other
stakeholders regarding monitoring and control over explosives by using technology to
prevent leakage and misuse.

5. Advisories were issued to the State Governments / CAPFs to sensitize them to
counter the LWE activities in the affected areas.

6. Union Home Secretary held a meeting of the Sub-Committee of National Executive
Committee (SC-NEC) for Central Assistance to the State of Assam for Flood during 2018.

7. The 3rd Indo-Japan Workshop on Disaster Risk Reduction was organized on
18.03.2019. It was attended by about 140 delegates from Japan and India. The objective
of the workshop was enhancing collaboration between research institutes, cities and the
private sector in the field of Disaster Risk Reduction.

8. The 2nd International Workshop on Disaster Resilient Infrastructure (IWDRI) was
held on 19-20 March, 2019. This was inaugurated by Dr. Rajeev Kumar, Vice-Chairman,
Niti Aayog The event brought together more than 200 participants from 33 national
governments, multilateral Development Banks, United Nations agencies, the private
sector and academia. '

9. The Tripartite Talk among Government of India, Government of Manipur and
United Naga Council (UNC) was held at Senapati District Headquarters, Manipur on
09.03.2019.




10. The Sixth Joint Task Force between India and Bangladesh on prevention of
Human Trafficking was held on 11 -12th March, 2019 in New Delhi.

1. A meeting. was held under the Chairmanship of Special Secretary (Internal
Security) on 26.03.2019 to discuss the issues of repatriation of Bru families from Tripura
to Mizoram.

12. For the first time, incentive funds of Rs. 7.69 crore each for implementation of
Police reforms have been released to 10 States, who have been found eligible viz. Andhra
Pradesh, Gujarat, Punjab, Telangana, Tamil Nadu, Odisha, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh,
Uttrakhand and Uttar Pradesh.

13. High Powered Committee considered State Action Plans (SAPs), under Police
Modernization schemes, for 2019-20 during the Month of February and March. Out of 29
States, SAPs of 22 States have been approved. This is an achievement due to which
MHA is in a position to release funds to States in April itself.

14.  The budget allocation for the financial year 2018-19 was Rs. 769 crore for Sub-
scheme of “Assistance to States for Modernization of Police”; against which Rs. 768.83
(100%) crore has been released. Also, the entire allocation of Rs. 100 crore for
“Assistance to the State Government for Special Project/Programmes for updating Police
Infrastructure; has been released.

15.  Anamount of Rs. 79.75 crore was sanctioned for acquisition of land and Rs 155.77
crore was sanctioned for development of infrastructure to the CAPFs.

16.  MHA has approved creation of 1719 posts of various ranks in the Battalions of
CRPF, BSF, CISF and SSB deployed in J &K, Left Wing Extremism affected areas and
NE Region during the year 2018-19 as a Pilot Project for augmentation/standardization
of standing strength of 10 and 20 Bed Hospitals of Battalions of CAPFs.

17. A total Number of 198 Coys of CAPFs were deployed in various States for Maha
Shiv Ratri festival, maintaining law and order duties during visit of VVIP, Holi festival and
also Friday Prayer in Hyderabad City.

18.  An amount of Rs.1.45 crore was sanctioned as Ex-gratia Compensation to the
NOKs of CAPFs.

19. On the recommendation of Election Commission of India a total of 1512 coys of
CAPFs/SAPs/BWHGs from direct induction and 1198 Coys of CAPFs from existing




deployment were ordered for deployment in various states in connection with General
Parliament Election (GPE) — 2019.

20. A total of 219.94 km. of Indo Nepal Border Roads were completed till the end of
this month.

21.  Anamount of Rs. 40 crore was released to Maharashtra and Odisha under Special
Central Assistance scheme.

29 An Amount of Rs. 9.08 crore was released to Government of Andhra Pradesh for
replication of State of the art Greyhounds Training Centre in Andhra Pradesh.

23. Funds to the tune of Rs.25.035 crores were released towards strengthening of
DNA analysis capacities in 09 State Forensic Science Laboratories (FSLs) namely FSLs’
Aizawl, Agartala, Pangei (Manipur), Jaipur, Rohini (NCT of Delhi), Mohali, Junga
(Himachal Pradesh), Jammu Tawi and Madhya Pradesh.

24. CCTNS software has been deployed in 14828 Police Stations across the country.
14777 Police Stations are entering 100% FIRs through CCTNS. Rs. 1807.5 crore have
been released to States/UTs and Central agencies.

25.  NOC has been issued for change in the name of “Chennai Central Railway Station”
as “Puratchi Thalaivar Dr. M.G. Ramachandran Central Railway Station”.

26. During the month an amount of Rs.6783.60 lakh was released to the State
Governments of Arunachal Pradesh, Punjab, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand and
Gujarat. The total funds released under Border Area Development Programme (BADP)
for the financial year 2018 -19 (as on 31 .03.2019) is Rs.770.62 crore.

27 Sanction for prosecution for filing the charge sheet against 21 accused persons
was accorded under the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 for terrorist and anti-
national activities.

28. A notification declaring the Government's intention to conduct Census in the
country in 2021 has been published in the Gazette of India as S.0. No.1455 (E) dated
26.03.2019.
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
