Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant
Development and important events for the month of February, 2019.

A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) between the Republic of India
and the Korean National Police Agency of the Republic of Korea on combating
transnational crime and developing police cooperation was signed during the State
visit of Hon’ble Prime Minister of India to Seoul, Korea from 21-22 February, 2019.

2. The Union Home Minister Shri Rajnath Singh and Minister for Women and Child
Development, Smt. Maneka Sanjay Gandhi jointly launched the Women Safety
initiative of Emergency Response Support System (ERSS) in 16 States/UTs and
Mumbai city, on 19.2.2019. People in these states and UTs can now call a single pan
India number 112 for any emergency. In addition, Investigation Tracking System for
Sexual Offences (ITSSO) and Safe City Implementation Monitoring Portal were also
launched.

3. The Government approved the proposal to sign MoU between National Crime
Records Bureau and National Centre for Missing and Exploited Children (NCMEC)

USA for accessing tipline reports pertaining to child pornography for investigation and
prosecution of offenders.

4. A Secretary level meeting on Border Management and Security between India
and Bhutan was held during 14 -16 February, 2019 in Thimpu (Bhutan).

5. On 27.02.2019, 101 medal for Union Home Minister's Medal for Excellence in
Investigation was announced for the year 2018. These include 12 women police
officers.

6. Central Government has listed ‘Tehreek-ul-Mujahideen (TuM) and all its
manifestations’ as terrorist organization involved in terrorism in the First Schedule of
the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 (37 of 1967) on 05.02.2019.

7. A meeting of Central Level Committee (CLC) was held under the chairmanship
of Special Secretary (Border Management) on 18.02.19 to review financial and
physical progress of works undertaken by States under Special Central Assistance
scheme.

8. A total of 216.24 km. of Indo Nepal Border Roads have been completed till the
end of this month.

9. Enhancement of Risk & Hardship Allowance to CAPFs personnel deployed in
the State of J& K and LWE Districts for Anti-naxal operations has been approved.




10. MHA vide letter dated 21.02.2019 conveyed approval of the competent authority
to allow non-entitled personnel of CAPF's , AR and NSG to travel by air from Jammu
to Srinagar and back on official duty/transfer/tour and leave and also from Delhi to
Srinagar and back on official duty/transfer/tour.

11.  An amount of Rs. 17.37 Crore has been sanctioned for acquisition of land and
Rs 650.62 Crore has been sanctioned for development of infrastructure to the CAPFs.
Further this Ministry has approved Rs.27 crore approx. for construction and
procurement of the various items under Swachhta Action Plan.

12.  An amount of Rs.17.73 crore has been sanctioned as Ex-gratia Compensation
to the NOKs of CAPFs.

13. A total Number of 251 Coys of CAPFs were deployed in various States for
security of Parliament during Budget Session, maintaining law and order duties for
Friday Prayer in Hyderabad City, security arrangements during the visit of VVIP and
maintaining law and order at Mathura, Gautam Budh Nagar, Jhansi, Varansi,
Gorakhpur, Kumbh Mela, 12t AERO India Show 2019, Jharkhand; Dharna/protest
against Hon'ble LG of Puducherry and “Masi Magam” festival; and for maintaining law
and order from 22.2.2019 till further orders in J &K.

14.  Sanction for prosecution for filing the charge sheet against 31 accused persons
was accorded under the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 for terrorist and
anti-national activities.

15. Instructions of the President for promulgation of the Andhra Pradesh (Andhra
Area) Inams (Abolition and Conversion into Ryotwari) (Amendment) Ordinance, 2018
have been conveyed to the State Government on 19.02.2019.

16. NOC has been issued for change in the name of village ‘Durjanpur’ as
‘Shivdham’ in District, Katni, Madhya Pradesh.

17. 02 advisories were issued to the State Government / CAPFs to sensitize them
to counter the LWE activities in the LWE affected areas.

18.  Authorisation for Rs.195,95,23,594 and provisioning and expenditure sanction
for Rs.418,01,20,885 has been issued to the CAPFs for purchase of mine protected
vehicles, bullet proof vehicles & jackets, ambulance etc. Further, expenditure sanction
for Rs.16,84,24,459/- has been issued to NSG for purchase of 7 remotely operated
vehicle.

19.  The National Register of Citizens (NRC) 1951 in Assam is being updated under
the provisions of Citizenship Act, 1955. The process of receipt of claims and objections
on the draft NRC has been completed on 31.12.2018. The verification process has
started from February 15, 2019. The final NRC will be published by 31.07.2019 after
the disposal of claims and objections as per the directions of the Hon’ble Supreme
Court of India.
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
