Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant

A meeting of the High Level Committee (HLC) was held under the
Chairmanship of Hon’ble Home Minister on 29.01.2019 for Central Assistance to the
States of Himachal Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, and UT of Puducherry for
Flood/Landslides/Cloudburst and cyclone “Gaja’ of 2018; and to the States of
Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat, Karnataka, and Maharashtra for drought Kharif-2018.

2. A meeting was held by Minister of State (H) on 02.01.19 with officers of
Department of Telecom, BSNL and CRPF to review the progress of mobile
connectivity in LWE affected districts under Phase-Il.

3. On 17.01.2019, Union Home Secretary took a meeting of the Sub-Committee
of National Executive Committee (SC-NEC) for Central Assistance to the States of
Himachal  Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, and UT of Puducherry for
Flood/Landslides/Cloudburst and cyclone “Gaja”of 2018.

Service were announced to the Fire Service, Home Guards and Civil Defence
Personnel on the occasion of Republic Day, 2019.

7. On the occasion of Republic Day — 2019, 03 President’s Police Medal for
Gallantry, 146 Police Medal for Gallantry, 74 Presidents Police Medal for
Distinguished Service and 635 Police Medal for Meritorious Service were awarded to
the State/UTs/CAPFs/ Officers/Personnel.

8. A total of 213.68 km. of Indo Nepal Border Roads have been completed till the
end of this month.

9. Government has notified the High Level Committee (HCL) for implementation
of Clause 6 of Assam Accord Committee has been given a broad mandate. It is
headed by Shri M.P. Bezbarauah and includes eminent Assamese persons from
different fields.

10. The Government of India has notified the Students Islamic Movement of India
(SIMI) as an ‘unlawful association’ vide Notification No. S.0. 564 (E) dated 31°
January, 2019.




11.  Sanction for prosecution for filing the charge sheet against 19 accused
persons was accorded under the Unlawful Activities (prevention) Act, 1967 terrorist
and anti-national activities.

12. A total Number of 127Coys and 15 Anti Sabotage check team of CAPFs were
deployed in various States for maintaining law and order duties for the visit of VVIP,
during Republic Day Celebration, Kumbh Mela, Friday Prayer in Hyderabad City,
Makarsankranti Festival in Gujarat, Vibrant Gujarat Summit-2019 etc.

13.  On the recommendation of Election Commission of India, orders issued for
Retention/De-Induction of 7  Coys of CAPFs for Bye-Election’s EVM
Guarding/Counting duties at Haryana and Rajasthan Bye-Election.

14 300 ITBP Commandos, 16 NSG Hit Teams (96 NSG Commandos), 10 NSG
Sniper Teams / Anti Drone Teams (30 NSG Commandos) and 90 NSG Sharp
Shooters were provided to Delhi Police for maintaining law and order and security
arrangements w.e.f. 19.01.2019 to 30.01.2019 in connection with Republic Day
Celebrations-2019 and Beating Retreat Ceremony-2019.

15. Rs 60.35 crore has been sanctioned for setting up of CISF 10" Reserve
Battalion at Lakkur Village, Bengaluru (Karnataka).
