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(b) “Authority” means the Authority to be appointed
by the Central Government under sub-section
(2) of Section45;

(¢} “Code” means the Code of Criminal Procedure,
1973 2 of 1974).

(2) Words and expression used herein and not
defined in these rules, but defined in the Act,
shall have the meanings respectively assigned
to them in the Act.

3. Time limit for making a recommendation by the
Authority — The Authority shall, under sub-
section (2) of Section 45 of the Act, make its

report containing the recommendations to the
Central Government within seven working days
of the receipt of the evidence gathered by the
investigating officer unde the Code.

. Time limit for sanction of prosecution.— The ,

Central Government shall, under sub-section 2)
of Section 45 of the Act, take a decision regarding
sanction for prosecution within seven working
days afier receipt of the recommendations of the
Anuthority.
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
