Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant
Development and important events for the month of October, 2022.

A "Chintan Shivir" was organized by MHA from 27-28 October 2022 with the
Home Ministers of the States/UTs along with the Home Secretaries and DsG, Police of
the States/ UTs. The Chintan Shivir was presided over by the Union Home Minister.
The Hon'ble Prime Minister also addressed the Chintan Shivir on 28" October, 2022.
The Chintan Shivir, deliberated on selected topics of mutual concern to both the Centre
and the States.

2 On 21% October, 2022, the National Crisis Management Committee (NCMC) met
under the Chairmanship of Cabinet Secretary to review the preparedness of Central
Ministries/Agencies and State /UT Governments for the impending cyclonic storm
‘SITRANG" over the Bay of Bengal.

3. Union Home Secretary held a virtual meeting on 25" October, 2022 with Chief
Secretaries and DsGP of all States / UTs pertaining to the conduct of G20 events to
be held in India.

4, A meeting under Additional Secretary (DM) was held on 7" October, 2022 to
review the progress of infrastructure development of NDRF Academy, Nagpur.

5. During the month, the following bills have been assented to by the Hon'ble
President of India:

(i) The Code of Criminal Procedure (Gujarat Amendment) Bill, 2021
(ii) The Indian Partnership (Gujarat Amendment) Bill, 2021
(i)  The Factories (Odisha Amendment) Bill, 2020

6. A meeting was taken by Joint Secretary (CS) on 17" October, 2022 with the
representatives of Office of Accountant Generals and State Government Officers to
discuss the apportionment of pension liabilities between Bihar and Jharkhand.

7. NOCs were issued for change in the name of Nagar Panchayat "Mundera
Baazar" as "Chauri-Chaura’ in Gorakhpur District and village” Telia Afghan" as ‘Telia
Shukla” in Deoria District, Uttar Pradesh.

8. A review meeting was held on 07" October, 2022 under AS(LWE) with Senior
Officers from Home / Police Department & Nodal Officers of LWE State (Bihar, MP &
UP) regarding progress of works under Special Infrastructure Scheme (SIS) and for
consideration of modification proposals under SIS scheme of Bihar, Madhya
Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh.



9. A Review Meeting was held on 18"™ October, 2022 with Senior Officers & Nodal
officers from most LWE affected districts and District of Concern (DoC) regarding
updation of data on MIS portal under Special Central Assistance (SCA) Scheme for
most LWE affected districts and District of Concern (DoC).

10. A total of Rs. 26.84 crore was released to Jharkhand State under Security
Related Expenditure (SRE) Scheme. Further, a total of Rs. 3.28 crore was released to
CRPF under Assistance to Central Agencies for LWE Management (ACALWEM)
Scheme.

11.  On 17" October, 2022, a Meeting under Additional Secretary (NE), MHA was
held at New Delhi with the Monitoring Committee to monitor and redress issues
relating to racial discrimination faced by NE people.

12. During the month, meetings of Joint Monitoring Committee were held under
Additional Secretary (NE), MHA at New Delhi to review the progress of implementation
of the Bodo Accord, Karbi Accord, NLFT (SD) Agreement and the Bru Agreement.

13.  The Central Government vide Notification No. S.O 4670 (E)to 4679 (E) dated
04™ October, 2022 has declared 10 terrorists under the Unlawful Activities (Prevention)
Act 1967 (as amended in 2019) and their names were added to the Fourth Schedule
of the said Act.

14.  On 06™ October,2022 sanction for prosecution was accorded against 22 accused
persons in accordance with section 196 of CrPC and section 45(1) of the Unlawful
Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967.

15.  Total 57 Coys of CAPFs (RAF-38, CRPF-03, BSF-03, SSB-07, ITBP-04, & CISF-
02) were deployed in Puducherry, Telangana, Jharkhand, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Delhi,
Haryana & Tamil Nadu for law and order duties for a specific deployment period.

16.  Total 303 Coys of CAPFs (CRPF-85, BSF-61, SSB-56, ITBP-43, CISF-38 & RPF-
20) were deployed in Telangana, Himachal Pradesh, Maharashtra, Bihar, Haryana,
Odisha, Uttar Pradesh & Gujarat) for Bye Election/Assembly Election-2022.

17.  Sanction of Rs. 10.84 crore was conveyed for acquisition of 140 Kanal 19 Marla
land (17.52 acres) at 02 locations of District Pulwama (J&K) for establishment of
Battalion camping Sites of CRPF. Further, sanction of Rs. 4.65 crore was conveyed for
acquisition of 2.876 acres land for Group Centre CRPF, Bijnor, Lucknow.

18.  Revised Items & Norms of Assistance from the State Disaster Response Fund
(SDRF)/National Disaster Response Fund (NDRF) for the period of 2022-26 were issued
by MHA on 10" October, 2022.



19.  An amount of Rs.17.20 crore as Central Share of SDRF was released in advance
by Central Government to State Government of Nagaland on 20" October,2022."
Further,an amount 487.40 Cr. (Rs. 2.40 Cr. to Goa, Rs. 99.00 Cr.to Punjab & Rs.
386 Cr. to UP) as Central share of State Disaster Mitigation Fund (SDMF) was released
by Central Government on 06" October, 2022.

20.  During the month, the total value of all sanctions accorded to CAPFs for
procurement of equipments, vehicles etc is Rs.116.03 crore.

21. 112" Emergency Response Support System (ERSS) have been integrated with
‘139’ Rail Madad in all States and UTs.
