Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant
Development and important events for the month of September,
2022.

A Memorandum of Settlement (MoS) has been signed on 15.09.2022 between
Gol, Government of Assam and representatives of 8 Adivasi Groups (BCF, ACMA,
AANLA, APA, STF, AANLAJ FG, BCF/ BT and ACMA/ FG) to end the decade’s old crisis
of Adivasis and tea garden workers in Assam. Hon’ble Home Minister presided over the
signing of this historic agreement.

2. Hon'ble Home Minister chaired a meeting with Chief Ministers of Arunachal
Pradesh and Assam on 15.09.2022 at New Delhi on Assam-Arunachal Pradesh inter-
state border issues. Both States have prepared a roadmap to resolve their inter-state
border issues.

i Hon'ble Home Minister chaired a meeting with Chief Minister of Tripura on
20.09.2022 to review implementation of Bru Agreement (2020). Timeline of Bru
agreement has been extended upto 28.02.2023.

4. Hon'ble Home Minister held a meeting on 09.09.2022 to review the revision of
items and Norms of Assistance from State Disaster Response Fund (SDRF) and
National Disaster Response Fund (NDRF) for the period of 2021-26.

5. Hon'ble Home Minister took a meeting on 30.09.2022 to discuss the proposed
Agenda items for 8" meeting of NDMA to be chaired by Hon'ble Prime Minister.

6. Union Home Secretary had taken a meeting on 27.09.2022 with the Chief
Secretaries of Andhra Pradesh and Telangana along with the Ministries/ Departments
concerned to discuss the issues arising out of implementation of provisions of Andhra
Pradesh Reorganization Act, 2014.

7. Union Home Secretary held a meeting on 08.09.2022 to discuss issues regarding
sharing of Towers Infrastructure installed in LWE affected areas for services such as
mobile, FM Radio etc., with Secretary (1&B), Administrator (USOF) and other senior
officers.

8. Union Home Secretary had written to Secretary (MoRD) regarding inclusion of 13
(5 Most affected and 8 Districts of Concern) districts under their Roshni Scheme.

9. Union Home Secretary held the 53™ High Level Empowered Committee meeting
on 14.09.2022 at North Block, New Delhi on border infrastructure.

10.  In principle approval on Amendment to Census Act has been given by Hon'ble
Home Minister.

11. A two days All India DCOs conference was held on 15-16 September, 2022 at
Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi.



12. The Uttarakhand Civil Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2021 has been assented to by the
Hon'b1e President of India on 07.09.2022.

13. The Popular Front of India (PFI) and its associates or affiliates or fronts including
Rehab India Foundation (RIF), Campus Front of India (CFl), All India Imams Council
(AlIC), National Confederation of Human Rights Organization (NCHRO), National
Women'’s Front, Junior Front, Empower India Foundation and Rehab Foundation, Kerala
has been declared as ‘unlawful association’ vide Notification dated the 28th September,
2022, published in the Gazette of India.

14. During the month of September, sanction for prosecution for filing the charge
sheet against 33 accused was accorded in accordance with section 45 (1) of the
Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 and 196 of CrPC.

15. A Ceasefire Agreement with National Socialist Council of Nagaland (K)Niki group
has been extended for a further period of one year w.e.f. 08.09.2022 to 07.09.2023.

16. A Meeting was held on 12.09.2022 by Additional Secretary (LWE), MHA with
senior officers of Central Para Military Forces, three States namely Chhattisgarh, Odisha
& Maharashtra and other agencies regarding filling up of Security vacuum in LWE
affected areas of these States including their inter-state borders.

17. A meeting of the Standing Committee of Assistance to Central Agencies for LWE
Management (ACALWEM) Scheme was held on 02.09.2022 by Addl. Secretary (LWE),
MHA with Nodal officers of LWE affected areas & concerned agencies of MHA. Plan for
opening new camps for security forces, strengthening their existing camps, physical &
financial progress of construction of Night Landing Facilities and Joint Task Force
Camps were reviewed and finalized.

18.  The 10™ ORGI Seminar lecture on the topic "Bridging the Last Mile in Pro Poor
Public Welfare" was delivered by Shri Amarjeet Sinha, Member, Public Enterprises
Selection Board in the mixed mode (online and physical) at the ORGI’s Conference
Room, NDCC-11 Building Jai Singh Road, New Delhi, on 29" September, 2022. Around
250 officers of ORGI/ DCOs attended the same.

19.  Meeting between Gol delegation led by Joint Secretary (IC), MHA and US
delegation led by Assistant Secretary, Department of Homeland Security was held on
28.09.2022 to discuss issues relating to Homeland Security Dialogue.

20. A total of Rs. 237.87 crore released to Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Chhattisgarh,
Jharkhand, Odisha, Madhya Pradesh, Telangana and West Bengal States under
Security Related Expenditure (SRE) Scheme and Rs.20.87 crore was released to
Jharkhand and Bihar States under Special Infrastructure Scheme (SIS) including
construction of 250 Fortified Police Stations. Further, Rs.18.63 crore has been approved
for CRPF, BSF, ITBP and SSB under Civic Acton Programme (CAP) in LWE affected
areas.



21.  Total Value of all Sanction accorded to CAPFs during the month of September is
Rs. 83.44 crore for various equipments etc.

22.  During the month of September, 2022, an amount of Rs.780.00 crore was
released, as Central share of SDRF to 3 States (viz. Mizoram, Tamil Nadu, Karnataka).
In addition, an amount of Rs. 450.00 crore was released in advance from NDRF to the 2
States (viz Himachal Pradesh, Assam).

23.  High Powered Committee under Joint Secretary (PM), MHA considered and
approved annual Action Plans of all 8 UTs and 9 States by holding 5 meetings on
05.09. 2022, 13.09.2022, 16.09.2022, 19.09.2022 and 26.09.2022.

24.  Total 64 Coys of CAPFs (RAF 36, CRPF-11, BSF-03, SSB-08, ITBP-05, & CISF-
01) as direct induction have been ordered for deployment in various States/ UTs of
Puducherry, Chandigarh, Jharkhand, Tamil Nadu, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Delhi,
Gujarat, Telangana, Uttar Pradesh & Lakshadweep for law and order duties for a
specific deployment period.

25.  Vide MHA’s Notifications dated 30.09.2022, 9 districts and area of 16 Police
Stations in 4 other districts of Nagaland and Tirap Changlang and Longding districts
of Arunachal Pradesh and area of 2 police stations in Namsai district of Arunachal
Pradesh, bordering Assam have been declared as ‘disturbed areas’ under Section
3 of the Armed Forces(Special Powers) Act, 1948 for period of six months w.e.f.
01.10.2022 upto 31.03.2023.

26.  During this period, outlying units comprising of the CDTIs & CAPT conducted a
range of training sessions which included 51 offline and 3 online course s and trained
5130 Personnel. A wide spectrum of professional courses was conducted.

27.  Following regulations have been notified in the Gazette of India (Extraordinary)
on 19/09/2022 under Article 240 of the Constitution.
