Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant
Development and important events for the month of December, 2022.

Union Home and Cooperation Minister presided over the 25" meeting of the
Eastern Zonal Council held in Kolkata on 07.12.2022.

2. On  09.12.2022, Union Home Secretary reviewed the implementation of
various guidelines/ SoPs/National Disaster Management Plan-2019 issued by NDMA
and other related issues on various disasters so as to minimize human losses in the
country, with all States/ UTs.

3. The 12" meeting of the Governing Body (GB) of the National Institute of Disaster
Management (NIDM) was held on 02.12.2022.

4. On 16.12.2022, Union Home Secretary held the meeting of the Sub-Committee of
National Executive Committee (SC-NEC), to consider the report of the Inter Ministerial
Central Teams on damage caused by Flood/landslides of 2022 in the States of Himachal
Pradesh and Andhra Pradesh.

5. A meeting regarding optimal use of PM-GATI Shakti portal by NE States (through
VC/Physical) was held by Home Secretary on 01.12.2022. DPIIT and BISAG(N) have
given detailed presentation on use of said portal in the meeting. The Senior Officers of
all NE States as well as MHA, MoDoNER, DPIIT, NEC, NESAC and Survey of India from
North East Region participated in the meeting.

6. Union Home Secretary reviewed the status of settlement of inter-state border
issues on 02.12.2022 and 26.12.2022 with the Chief Secretaries of Assam and
Arunachal Pradesh.

7. On 05.12.2022, Union Home Secretary wrote to the Secretaries, Power, 1&B
and Telecommunication regarding sharing of tower infrastructure for services such
as FM Radio, Mobile etc. in LWE affected and other difficult areas.

8. Ambassador of Germany met Home Secretary on 01.12.2022 and issues of
mutual concern were discussed.

9. Union Home Secretary held a meeting on 02.12.2022 with High Commissioner of
India to Bangladesh. Thereafter, the 18" Meeting of the Joint Working Group (JWG) on
Security and Border Management between India and Bangladesh was held on 5" -
6" December, 2022 at New Delhi. The Indian delegation was led by Additional
Secretary (North East), MHA and the Bangladesh delegation was led by Additional
Secretary, Public Security Division, MHA, and Govt. of Bangladesh.

10. A Meeting was held on 16.12.2022 by the AS(LWE) with DGP Chhattisgarh and
Officers from Chhattisgarh State,& other Officers from D/o Telecom, M/o Rural
Development and M/o Railways regarding pending issues pertaining to the State of
Chhattisgarh.



11. A Central Level Committee (CLC) meeting was held on 30.12.2022 under the
Chairmanship of AS(LWE) with Senior Officers from Home/Police Department & Nodal
Officers of concerned of all LWE States to review the physical and Financial progress
under the Special Central Assistance (SCA) to most LWE affected districts & District of
Concern (DoC).

12.  One Advisory was issued to State Governments/ CAPFs to sensitize them to
counter the LWE activities in the LWE affected areas.

13. During the month of December, 2022, following bills have been assented to by
the Hon’ble President of India.

(i) The Tamil Nadu Apartment Ownership Bill, 2022
(i) The Code of Criminal Procedure (Manipur 3rd Amendment) Bill, 2022.
(i) The Factories (Assam Amendment) Bill, 2020

14.  Final Negotiation Meeting on Mutual Legal Assistance Treaty in Criminal Matters
with Saudi Arabia was held on 06.12.2022 through VC. The Government of Kingdom of
the Saudi Arabia Delegation was led by Dr. Omar Saleh Al-Zahrani from Ministry of.
Justice and the Indian Delegation was led by Joint Secretary (CIC), MHA.

15.  Presidential order has been issued for extending the time limit upto 01.06.2024
for conferring local status to candidates who migrate from any part of Telangana to
Andhra Pradesh after bifurcation for purpose of education and employment.

16.  NOCs issued against proposals received from State Government for changing
the name of villages, towns, Railway Stations viz. ‘Nasrullaganj Nagar’ as 'Bhairunda’ in
Sehore District, Madhya Pradesh; Baudpur’ Railway Station under Khurda Division to
'‘Randia Baudpur' Railway Station; village ‘Kundam’ as ‘Kundeshwar Dham’ in District
Jabalpur, Madhya Pradesh; revenue village ‘Bhaidgaon’ as 'Devnagar’ in Janpad-
Rudraprayag, Uttarakhand; village 'Sangama’ as 'Kundala Sangama’ of Bagalakote
District, Karnataka State; Veerangana Laxmibai Railway Station’ as Veerangana
Laxmibai Jhansi Railway’ in District Jhansi, Uttar Pradesh.

17.  Total Value of all Sanction accorded to CAPFs during the month of December,
2022 is Rs. 1,15,26,38,779/- for procurement of equipments etc.

18.  During the month of December,2022, an amount of Rs.28.40 Crore was released,
as Central share of SDRF to the State Government of Tripura on 20.12.2022.

19.  Three days training on Stata software imparted to about 70 Deputy Director and
below level technical grade officers of the ORGI in two batches from 19" to 21°
December, 2022 and 22" to 24™ December, 2022.



20. A total of 1,179 Cadres of United Democratic Liberation Front of Barak Valley
(UDLF/BV-545) and Bru Revolutionary Army of Union (BRA/U-634) surrendered along
with 335 arms on 12.12.2022 in Hailakandi district of Assam.

21.  The Government of India and the Government of Manipur entered into a
Cessation of Operation (CoO) Agreement with Zeliangrong United Front (ZUF) group of
Manipur on 27.12.2022. ZUF agreed to abjure violence and join the peaceful democratic
process as established by iaw of the land.

22.  National Crime Records Bureau (NCRB) organized a two-day Conference on
'Good Practices on CCTNS/ICJS’ on 15" & 16™ December, 2022, in order to recognize
the persistent and path breaking efforts made by States/UTs in implementation of
CCTNS and ICJS projects as well as to disseminate the good practices adopted by
them. The event was inaugurated by Shri Ajay Kumar Mishra, Hon’ble MoS (Home).

23.  During the month, more than 1800 kg of narcotic substance, 45,936 Proxyvon
tablets, 3293 bottles of Codeine based cough syrup etc. were seized and 31 persons
were arrested for their involvement in drug trafficking.

24.  Audited Accounts of NHRC for the year 2020-21 were laid or the table of Lok
Sabha and Rajya Sabha on 13.12.2022 and 14.12.2022 respectively
