
Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant 
Development and important events for the month of November, 

2022. 

The Ministry of Home Affairs hosted the 3™ Ministerial Level Conference on 

Counter-Terrorism Financing ‘No Money For Terror' (NMFT) during 18-19" November, 

2022 to collaborate with countries across the world for suppressing the funding sources 

that allow terrorists and extremists to carry out their violent acts. Delegations from 77 

countries and 16 multilateral organizations participated in the Conference. 

2, Union Home Secretary held a meeting with Civil Defence Committee on 

04.11.2022 in North Block, New Delhi to review policies and measures for 

implementation of Civil Defence Set up in the country. 

3. On 29.11.2022 Union Home Secretary held a meeting through Video Conference 

regarding finalization of details under the Vibrant Villages Programme (VVP). 

4. The Maharashtra Housing and Area Development (Amendment) Bill, 2020 has 

been assented to by the Hon’ble President of India on 22.11.2022. 

5 The first virtual Negotiation Meeting on Mutual Legal Assistance Treaty in 

Criminal Matters with Saudi Arabia was held on 07.11.2022. The Indian side was led by 

JS, Admin with representations from MEA,CBI, Law & Justice & IS.1l Division, MHA. 

6. Meeting between Government of India delegation led by Additional Secretary 

(WS), MHA and Belarus delegation led by Deputy Chairman of State Forensic 

Examination Committee was held on 09.11.2022. 

7. NOC issued for changing the name of “Ahroura Road Railway Station” as 

“Narayanpur Bazar Railway Station” in District Mirzapur, Uttar Pradesh. 

8. A Meeting was held on 09.11.2022 under AS (LWE) with IG (Ops), ITBP, CRPF & 

CRPF-Odisha, DIG (Ops) ITBP-Chhattisgarh, Director Intelligence-Bhubaneswar, 

Odisha, AD (IB) and Nodal officers from Chhattisgarh & Odisha State for considering the 

proposals of Odisha and ITBP Police under Assistance to Central Agencies for LWE 

Management (ACALWEM) Scheme. 

9. A Project Clearing Committee (PCC) review meeting was held on 11.11.2022 

under AS(LWE) with Senior Officers from Home/ Police Department & Nodal Officers of 

LWE States including Uttar Pradesh & West Bengal regarding progress of works under 

Special Infrastructure Scheme (SIS) and Work Plan for extended SIS Scheme. 

10. A total of Rs. 6,07,13,250 released to Indian Air Force on account of Airlift 

provided for Anti-LWE Operations and CAPFs under Assistance to Central Agencies 

for LWE Management (ACALWEM) Scheme.



11. A meeting was taken by Additional Secretary (NE), MHA with Chief Secretaries 

and Senior Officers of Governments of Assam and Meghalaya on 28.11.2022 to discuss 

the situation arising out of violent incident occurred on 22.11.2022 at Assam-Meghalaya 

inter-state border. 

12. A meeting was held under the Chairmanship of Secretary (BM) on 23.11.2022, 

regarding implementation of Nasha Mukt Bharat Abhiyaan (NMBA) in Border Villages. 

13.  The first virtual meeting of Joint Working Group (JWG) between India and 

Turkmenistan was held on 14.11.2022 for the cooperation in the field of Disaster 

Management. From Indian side, the meeting was chaired by JS (DM), MHA with the 

representatives from MEA, NDRF, NIDM & IMD. The meeting of JWG was held as per 

Article ‘6" and MoU signed between India and Turkmenistan on 14.11.2022 on 

cooperation in the field of Disaster Management. 

14.  During the month of November, 2022, an amount of Rs. 21.20 crore was 

released in advance, as Central share of SDRF to the State Government of Sikkim on 

17.11.2022, 

15.  Total sanction accorded to CAPFs during the month of November 2022 is Rs. 

8,14,54,478/ - for procurement of various equipments, vehicles etc. 

16. A meeting of High Powered Committee under the chairmanship of JS (PM) was 

held on 24.11.2022 to consider annual Action Plans of 03 remaining States (Punjab, 

West Bengal and Andhra Pradesh) and proposals of change of items. However, only the 

Government of Punjab presented their Action Plan, which was approved by the 

Committee. 

17.  On 02.11.2022, sanction for prosecution was accorded against 39 accused in 

accordance with section 196 of CrPC and section 45(1) of the Unlawful Activities 

(Prevention) Act, 1967. 

18. Total 106 Coys of CAPFs (RAF-17, CRPF-21, BSF-19, SSB-16, ITBP-17, & 

CISF-16) as direct induction have been ordered for deployment in various States/ UTs 

(i.e Chandigarh, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh, Arunachal Pradesh, Kerala, Uttar 

Pradesh, Delhi and Dadra & Nagar Haveli) for law and order duties for a specific 

deployment period in the month of November-2022. 

19.  The deployment period of 11 CAPFs Coys (CRPF-07, BSF-01, SSB-02 & CISF- 

01) have been extended in the month of November,2022 in various states (i.e 

Delhi, West Bengal & Ladakh) for law and order duties/ security arrangements. 

20. Total 126 Coys of CAPFs (CRPF-27, BSF-33, SSB-24, and ITBP-18 & CISF 24) 

as direct induction have been ordered to deploy in various States (i.e Chhattisgarh, 

Odisha, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan & Bihar) for Bye Election related duties in the month 

of November, 2022.
