Ministry of Home  Affairs-Major Achievements, significant
Development and important events for the month of May, 2023.

Hon'ble Union Home Minister visited violence affected areas of Manipur from
29th May, 2023 to st June, 2023 to review the security situation of the State of Manipur.

2 Hon'ble Union Home Minister presided over the 'Chintan Shivir of senior officers
of Ministry of Home Affairs on 19th May, 2023 in New Delhi. The objective of the
Chintan Shivir was to interact with the senior officers of the Ministry and to evolve
action plan for implementation of "Vision 2047".

4, On 225.2023, Hon'ble Union Home Minister released the bilingual
Compendium on Census of India titled as "A Treatise on Indian Censuses since 1981"
This 1s a 'Recount of the journey of counting people in India and much more', while
inaugurating the new Janaganana Bhawan. A web portal for registrations of births &
deaths and an updated SRS App with Geo- fencing feature were also launched.

4, Hon'ble Union Home Minister inaugurated a workshop on the 'Vibrant Villages
Programme' in New Delhi on 23.05.2023. The national-level workshop was conducted
for capacity building of the State & District level officers for planning & implementation
of VVP from 23™ to 24" May, 2023.

o Hon'ble Home Minister laid the foundation stone and did the Bhumi Poojan of off-
Campus of NFSU at Guwabhati, Assam on 25.05.2023. Hon'ble MoS (Home) inaugurated
the ICP Dawki, Meghalya on 04.05.2023.

6. An Indian delegation led by Dr. P.K. Mishra, Principal Secretary to Hon'ble Prime
Minister and having members, Sh. Kamal Kishore, Member & Secretary (I/C), NDMA
and Sh. Sanjeev Kumar Jindal, JS (DM), MHA participated in the High Level Meeting
of the United Nations General Assembly on the Midterm Review of the Sendai
Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction held on 18" — 19™ May, 2023 in New York,
USA.

7. British High Commissioner Mr. Alex Ellis met with Union Home Secretary on
26.05.2023 to brief regarding the visit of Lord Tariq Ahmad of Wimbledon, MOS, FCDO, UK
to India. Thereafter, on 29.05.2023, Union Home Secretary held a meeting with Lord Tariq
Ahmad of Wimbledon wherein various bilateral issues relating to Security of Indian High
Commission, Migration & Mobility partnership, criminal records sharing, Diplomatic visa
agreement, Anti India Pro Khalistani elements, E- visa for Crown dependencies etc. were
discussed .

8. Annual Conference of Relief Commissioners/Secretaries Department of Disaster
Management of States /UTs to review the status of preparedness for South West Monsoon-
2023 was held on 9th May, 2023.



9. One of the significant budget announcements this year is to provide financial support
to poor prisoners who are not able to bear the fine or bail amount. The Ministry of Home
Affairs has finalized a Scheme on the subject matter, which is proposed to be rolled out from
the current financial year. Home Minister has written to the Chief Ministers of all States on
23rd May, 2023 informing them of this initiative of the Government of India and have
requested them to extend the benefit of this scheme to poor prisoners.

10. A Model Prisons Act has been finalized by the Ministry of Home Affairs in
consultation with various stakeholders and subject experts. The Model Act, with approval of
HM, has since been forwarded to all States and UTs under cover of a letter from Home
Secretary on 10th May, 2023, for making use of the same in their respective jurisdictions.

Il. A meeting was held under chairmanship of Secretary (BM) on 12th May, 2023
regarding preparation of Action Plan under VVP. Further, on 31° May, 2023 Secretary (BM)
held a meeting regarding identification of villages situated in the (i) border blocks of
States/UTs covered under BADP and (ii) blocks along the coastlines in Coastal
States/UTs for comprehensive development.

12. The meeting of Monitoring Committee to monitor and redressal of issues relating to
racial discrimination faced by the people of North East was held under Additional Secretary
(NE), MHA on 25.5.2023 at New Delhi. The meetings of Joint Monitoring Committee
(JMC) under Additional Secretary (NE), MHA were held on 29.05.2023 to review the
progress of implementation Bodo Accord (2020), Karbi Accord (202 1) and Adivasi Peace
Accord (2022) of Assam.

13.  Meeting on Special assistance to rehabilitate the affected families at alternative safe
places and undertake planned redevelopment of Joshimath in Uttarakhand was held on 3™
May, 2023 under Additional Secretary (DM), MHA.

14. A meeting was held on 10.05.2023 under Additional Secretary (LWE), MHA with the
officials of DoT and Nodal Ofticers of all LWE affected states on the subject "Pending issues,
especially security related issues pertaining to mobile/broadband connectivity project in LWE
affected areas". A meeting was held on 11.05.2023 under Additional Secretary (LWE), MHA
with the officials of Chhattisgarh Government, MoRTH, MoRD & CAPFs to review the
construction of roads/bridges works in Chhattisgarh under RRP-I & RCPLWEA. Further, on
23.05.2023, AS(LWE) met with the officials of NYKS to review the "Implementation of
Tribal Youth Exchange Programmes (TYEP)" under Media Scheme.

15. NOC issued for change in the name of village "Bhairavwadi" Tal-Tasgaon as “Navi
Chinchani" in District - Sangli, Maharashtra, "[tavari Railway Station" as "Netaji Subhash
Chandra Bose Itwari Railway Station" in Nagpur, Maharashtra and "Shivamogga city Railway
Station" as “shri Shivappa Nayaka-Shivamogga Railway Station" in Karnataka.



16.  The Bihar Special Courts (Amendment) Bill, 2022 has been assented to by the Hon'ble
President of India. Previous Sanction of the Hon'ble President of India for introduction of The
Cigarettes and Other Tobacco Products (Prohibition of Advertisement and Regulation of
Trade and Commerce, Production, Supply and Distribution) Madhya Pradesh Amendment
Bill, 2022 in the State Legislature of Madhya Pradesh has been conveyed to the Government
of Madhya Pradesh.

17.  Virtual Negotiation meeting with Kazakhstan was held on 31.05.2023 to discuss the
Agreement on Mutual Protection of Classified Information. The Kazakh side was led by Col
Saragul Abdikarim, Head of the Directorate of International Legal Support of the Department
of International Cooperation, MoD and Indian side was led by Joint Secretary (IC), MHA

18. A meeting under Joint Secretary (PM), MHA was held on 01.05.2023 to review the
progress made by CAPFs in implementation of vehicles scrapping policy issued by MoRTH.
Further, a meeting with the States was also held on 30.05.23 regarding scrapping of vehicles
of the State Governments/Police Forces which are more than 15 years old and ensure the
success of Vehicle Scrapping Policy/Voluntary Vehicle-Fleet Modernization Programme
(VVMP). The States were guided/ informed regarding processes involved viz. e-auction,
guidelines regarding determination of Reserve Price of Government vehicles, incentives under
the scheme of Special Assistance to States etc.

19.  Promulgation of the Government of NCT of Delhi (Amendment) Ordinance, 2023 was
issued on 19.05.2023.

20.  The 13™ meeting of Standing Committee of the Southern Zonal Council was held on
05.05.2023 in Chennai.
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
