Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant Development and
important events for the month of October, 2023.

1. A meeting was held on 06.10.2023 at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi under the
Chairmanship of Hon’ble Union Home Minister with Chief Ministers, IB,
DsG CAPFs, DGPs of LWE affected States to review left wing extremism
scenario and related issues on both security and development.

2. Hon’ble Union Home Minister interacted with 200 tribal youths at Bharat
Mandapam, New Delhi on 18.10.2023, who participated in the 15™ Tribal
Youth Exchange Programme (TYEP) at New Delhi.

3. The 55th High Level Empowered Committee on Border Infrastructure was
on 03.10.2023.

4. On 18.10.2023 Sub-Committee of National Executive Committee (SC-NEC)
met to consider the proposal of National Glacial Lake Outburst Flood
(GLOF) Risk Mitigation Programme (NGRMP). Further on 20.10.2023
SC-NEC again met to consider the Post Disaster Needs Assessment (PDNA)
report for recovery and reconstruction needs in respect of the States of
Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra and Meghalaya.

5. On 09.10.2023, 6th meeting of the Apex Committee of NCORD under
Home Secretary reviewed the progress on the actions being taken.

6. On 14.10.2023, Home Secretary held a meeting to discuss issues related to
National Cyber Forensic Software/Equipment Standardization.

7. Home Secretary on 17.10.2023 reviewed security situation of the State of
Manipur with the Chief Secretary of Manipur.

8. On 12.10.2023 Australian High Commissioner to India called on Union
Home Secretary and discussed the issues of mutual interest.

9. Meeting of Empowered Committee was held on 16.10.2023 under
chairpersonship of Special Secretary (IS) to discuss and review the 14C
scheme and the issues of convergence of NCTC and NCRI&C vertical with

14C.

10. A series of one-day Review meeting-cum-workshop of regional Joint
Cybercrime Coordination Team (JCCT) were organized and coordinated by
I4C at Guwahati, Vishakhapatnam and Lucknow on 07.10.2023, 12. 10.2023



and 18.10.2023 respectively for meaningful review of JCCT and effective
coordination with I4C to prevent cybercrime.

11. Following Bills have been assented to by the Hon'ble President of India:
(i) The Manipur Shops and Establishment (Regulation of Employment
and Conditions of Service) Bill, 2021.
(ii) The Karnataka Societies Registration (Amendment) Bill, 2021.
(iii) The Andhra Pradesh Land Titling Bill, 2022.

12. Shri Raghubar Das has been appointed as Governor of Odisha on
18.10.2023 and Shri Indra Sena Reddy Nallu has been appointed as
Governor of Tripura on 18.10.2023.

13. NOC issued in respect of proposal of change in the name of "Bolagarh
Road Railway Station” as "Manikgoda Railway Station".

14. Gallantry Medals in various categories have been merged and 5 new
medals have been instituted viz. "President's Medal for Gallantry (PMG)",
Medal for Gallantry(GM)", '"President's Medal for Distinguished
Service(PSM)", "Medal for Meritorious Service(MSM)". In this regard,
three new portals namely Gallantry Medal-PMG/GM, President's Medal for
Distinguished Service and Medal for Meritorious Service have been on-
boarded on National Award Portal.

15. The National Liberation Front of Tripura (NLFT) and All Tripura Tiger
Force (ATIF) have been declared as 'unlawful associations' for a further
period of 5 years upto 02.10.2028 under the provisions of Section 3 of the
Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967.

16. A total of 181 cadres of the Dimasa National Liberation Army (DNLA)
formally surrendered on 28.10.2023 in Assam along with huge quantity of
arms ammunition and joined the main stream.

17. An advisory was issued to the State Governments/CAPFs to sensitize them
to counter the LWE activities in the LWE affected areas.
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
