Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant Development
and important events for the month of August, 2023.

The National Security Strategies Conference (NSSC)-2023 under the
Chairmanship of Hon'ble Home Minister was held on 24th & 25th, August, 2023
to discuss contemporary security issues.

2, Union Home Secretary chaired a meeting of Sub-Committee of National
Executive Committee (SC-NEC), on 09.08.2023 to consider following two flood
mitigation proposals:

(i) Integrated Urban Flood Management for Chennai Corporation (GCC)
under Urban Flooding Risk Management programme for the city of
Chennai having financial outlay of Rs. 561.29 Crore (With Central
assistance of Rs. 500 crore) and;

(iij Urban Flood Management Programme from Ahmedabad Municipal
Corporation (AMC) under Urban Flooding Risk Management programme
for the city of Ahamedabad having financial outlay of Rs. 277.78 Crore
(With Central assistance of Rs. 250 crore).

O Union Home Secretary held a meeting on 11.08.2023 at New Delhi with
UK Minister of State for Security.

4. A total of Rs. 36.87 crore was released to CAPFS under Civic Action
Programme (CAP) in LWE affected areas and to Indian Air Force on account of
Airlift provided for Anti-LWE Operations under Assistance to Central Agencies
for LWE Management (ACALWEM) Scheme.

5, In order to re-enact and replace (i) The Indian Penal Code, 1860 with a
new Bhartiya Nyaya Sanhita Bill, 2023 (ii) The Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973
with a new Bhartiya Nagrik Suraksha Sanhita Bill, 2023 and (iii) The Indian
Evidence Act, 1872 with the new Bhartiya Sakshya Adhiniyam Bill, 2023, three
Bills have been introduced in the Lok Sabha on 11th August, 2023. These Bills
have been further referred to the Department related Parliamentary Standing
Committee on Home Affairs for consideration and report.

6. The concurrence of Central Government was accorded for release of 19
prisoners as part of special remission to certain categories of prisoners.

7. On the occasion of Independence Day-2023 the following medals have been
awarded to the Police personnel of various States/UTs/ CAPFs/CPOs:-

(ASUMP). An amount of Rs. 5.09 crore has been released to the State
Government of Karnataka under the ASUMP Scheme, vide Ministry's Sanction
Order dated 31.08.2023.

Nagaland.

11. 5th Executive Committee Meeting was held on 22.08.2023 under the
Chairpersonship of Special Secretary (Internal Security) regarding NCORD.

12. A review meeting under Special Secretary (Internal Security) was held on
02.08.2023 of SRE Standing Committee for J&K to evaluate the progress of many
proposals. Based on recommendation, it was decided that works/proposals of
UT of J&K are considered as per their operational requirements. Status of funds
utilization of various projects was apprised by DG, J&K.
