354 (E) dated 29th January, 2024
has declared Students Islamic Movement of India (SIMI) as an unlawful
association under the provisions of the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act,
1967.

12. The Subhash Chandra Bose Aapda Prabandhan Puraskar-2024 in the
Institutional Category has been conferred to '60 Parachute Field Hospital, Uttar
Pradesh' on 23rd January, 2024, by Government of India to recognize and
honour invaluable contribution and selfless service rendered in the field of
disaster management.
