Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant
Development and important events for the month of September, 2024.

Hon'ble Union Home Minister presided over the signing of historic
Memorandum of Settlement (MOS) on 04.09.2024 amongst Government of
India, Government of Tripura and representatives of National Liberation Front
of Tripura (NLFT) and All Tripura Tiger Force (ATTF) groups ending a 35 year
long conflict in the State of Tripura. With the signing of this historic agreement,
a total of 584 cadres of NLFT & ATTF laid down their arms for joining the
mainstream 'in presence of Hon’ble Chief Minister of Tripura during a
surrender ceremony held on 24.9.2024 in West Tripura. A Special Development
Package of Rs. 250 crore will be given by Central Government over a period of
four years for overall development of tribal population of Tripura.

2. On 20.09.2024, a meeting was chaired by Union Home Minister with
DGPs of Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Odisha & Telangana
and officials of MHA, to review the preparation of Action Plan to Counter
migration of CPI (Maoist) cadres from Chhattisgarh to neighbouring States.

3. On 12.09.2024, Union Home Secretary chaired a review meeting with
M/o Rural Development, M/o Tribal Affairs, M/o Jai Shakti, M/o Health &
Family Welfare, Deptt. of - Telecommunication, Deptt. of Post, National Health
Authority (NHA), UIDAI to review the progress of various schemes/items
related to development initiatives and issues related to individual beneficiary-
oriented schemes in LWE affected areas of Chhattisgarh.

4. On 13.9.2024, Union Home Secretary chaired a meeting to review the
status of implementation of Bodo Accord (2020).

S. On 17.09.2024, a review meeting was held with the M/o Rural
Development, M/o Road Transport & Highways, BRO and Government of
Chhattisgarh to review the construction of roads in LWE affected areas of
Chhattisgarh.

6. Meeting with H.E. Ms. Lindy Cameron, British High Commissioner was
held on 19.09.2024 by me wherein the matters of mutual concern such as
Illegal Migration, PKE, Extradition, Mutual Legal Assistance etc., were
discussed.

1. On 25.09.2024, Union Home Secretary chaired a review meeting with the
M/o Health & Family Welfare, M/o Steel, NMDC Limited and Government of
Chhattisgarh officials to review of progress of Super Specialty Hospital in
Government Medical College, Jagdalpur, Chhattisgarh.

8. High Powered Committee (HPC) meeting was held under the
chairmanship of Additional Secretary concerned on 17.09.2024 to consider the
Action Plan 2024-25 under the Scheme of Assistance to States & UTS for
Modernization of Police (ASUMP) in respect of 6 states namely Haryana,
Himachal Pradesh, Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu, Jharkhand and Meghalaya and
UT of Puducherry.



9. Additional Secretary concerned chaired meetings on 02.09.2024,
09.09.2024, 17.09.2024 and 23.09.2024 to review the security situation of
Manipur. :

10. Ceasefire agreement with NSCN (K) Niki group has been extended for a
further period of one-year w.e.f. 08.09.2024 to 07.09.2025.

11. A total of 515 Global Entry Programme (GEP) applications were cleared
and sent to MEA under the GEP Module.

12. A total of 28,479 OCI Cards have been issued, including 515 spouse
based cases.

13. A Comprehensive list containing names of 366 Pakistani Prisoners and
86 Pak Fishermen, lodged in Indian Jails, has been prepared and shared with
the Pakistan High Commission on O1st July, 2024. Besides, 09 Pakistani
Prisoners along with 05 Pakistani fishermen have been repatriated to Pakistan.

14. 145 LTV applications of Pak national have been granted by this Ministry
in the month of September, 2024.

15. 51 PRC Cases and 1262 PRC cases were cleared in respect of Bangladesh
and Pakistan respectively.

16. On 06.09.2024, a meeting was held under the chairmanship of AS
concerned with representatives of Home Department and Nodal Officers (LWE
matter) of Andhra Pradesh, Bihar and Kerala to finalize Annual Work Plan
(AWP) for 2024-25.

17. On 12.09.2024, an amount of Rs. 38.29 crore was released to Indian Air
Force under Assistance to Central Agencies for LWE management (ACALWEM)
Scheme.

18. On 13.09.2024, Rs. 110 crore has been released to Chhattisgarh under
Special Central Assistance (SCA) Scheme.

19.  On 23.09.2024, a Project Clearance Committee (PCC) meeting was held
under the Chairmanship of AS concerned with the Government of Chhattisgarh
to discuss the new proposals and to review the progress of works/items
approved under the Special Infrastructure Scheme (SIS).
