Major Achievements, significant Development and important
events of Ministry of Home Affairs for the month of March,
2025.

A high level meeting under the chairmanship of Hon’ble Union
Home Minister was held on 01.03.2025 at New Delhi to review the
security situation of Manipur.

2. Review meetings on "Implementation of New Criminal Laws" under
the chairmanship of Hon’ble Union Home Minister with the State of Goa
on 03.03.2025 and with North Eastern States (Tripura, Sikkim,
Nagaland, Meghalaya, Manipur, Arunachal Pradesh, Mizoram, Assam)
on 16.03.2025.

3. A meeting of High Level Committee was held under the
Chairmanship of Hon’ble Union Home Minister on 25.03.2025 for
Financial assistance from NDRF to Bihar, Gujarat, Jharkhand,
Maharashtra and Kerala under scheme for “Expansion and
Modernization of Fire Services” & for financial assistance from National
Disaster Response Fund (NDRF) to Sikkim based on PDNA report.

4. Meeting between Home Secretary and Sh. Jonathan Powell,

National Security Advisor, UK was held on 18.03.2025, in which issues
related to security, bilateral trade and investment, illegal migration etc.
were discussed.

5. Union Home Secretary chaired a meeting on 04.03.2025 to review
the implementation status of various projects under Special
Development Package of Bodo and Karbi Accords, withdrawal of cases
registered against cadres and rehabilitation of surrendered cadres.

6. On 09.03.2025 Union Home Secretary reviewed the security
scenario of UT of J&K and preparedness of Shri Amarnathji Yatra, 2025
scheduled from 3rd July to 9th August (38 days), 2025 at Jammu.

7. During the said meeting at Jammu, Union Home Secretary also
reviewed security arrangements of railways to strengthen security of
railways in J&K. It was also directed that all pending security
infrastructure works may be fast-tracked and be completed at the
earliest

8.  The LWE affected districts covered under SRE Scheme have been
reviewed by Union Home Secretary. Now, only 18 districts are
categorized w.e.f 01.04.2025. Out of these 18 districts, 06 are
categorized as Most Affected, 06 are ‘Districts of Concern’ and
remaining 06 are other LWE affected districts.



9. Meeting of Sub-Committee of National Executive Committee (SC-
NEC) held on 03rd March, 2025 to consider the report of the Central

Teams on damage caused by Natural Calamities in Bihar, Himachal
Pradesh, Tamil Nadu and Puducherry.

10. Meeting of Sub-Committee of National Executive Committee (SC-
NEC) held on 19.03.2025 to consider the National Project for
Strengthening community based Disaster Risk Reduction Initiatives in
Panchyati Raj institutions.

11. Meeting of Sub-committee of National Executive Committee (SC-
NEC) held on 22.03.2025 to consider the central financial assistance for
the state of Himachal Pradesh from the Recovery & Reconstruction
Funding Window under National Disaster Response Fund (NDRF).

12. After seeking assent from the Hon'ble President, the Disaster
Management (Amendment) Act, 2025 has been notified on 29-3-2025.

13. The Hon'’ble President of India assented to the ‘Assam Shops and
Establishment Bill, 2022,

14. “Parakram Padak” were awareded to the 98 police personnel of
States/UTs and CAPFs/ CPOs during the month of March, 2025.

15. 382 “ Protected Area Permit (PAP)” applications were granted in
the month of March, 2025".

16. 17th Meeting of Standing Committee on Gem (SCoGeM) of MHA
was held under the chairmanship of AS&FA(H) on 10.03.2025.

17. The off-campuses of the National Forensic Sciences University in
Nagpur (Maharashtra), Raipur (Chhattisgarh) and Khordha (Odisha)
have been notified in the Gazette of India vide S.O. 1240(E) dated
18.03.2025 and the same has been laid down in both the Houses of
Parliament, in Lok Sabha on 25.03.2025 and in Rajya Sabha on
