Major Achievements, significant Development and important
events of Ministry of Home Affairs for the month of May,
2025.

1. During the month of May, 2025 the Hon’ble President of
India assented to the following Bills:-

4. Union Home Minister performed Bhoomi Pujan of ‘Swasti
Nivas’, which is being constructed for patients and their relatives
in the premises of National Cancer Institute, Nagpur in
Maharashtra.

5. Union Home Minister chaired a security review meeting on
07.05.2025 with the Chief Ministers and Lieutenant Governors of
border states adjoining Pakistan and Nepal.



6. Union Home Minister inaugurated and laid foundation stone
of various development projects of ‘Ahmedabad Municipal
Corporation’ in Ahmedabad, Gujarat.

7. Union Home Minister inaugurated newly constructed
building of Shri K.K. Patel and Smt. Madhuben K. Patel Nursing
College in Mehsana, Gujarat.

8. Union Home Minister inaugurated and laid the foundation
stone of various development works worth X 708 crore in
Gandhinagar, the capital of Gujarat and addresses the benefit
distribution program of the Department of Posts.

9. The new Multi-Agency Centre (MAC) was inaugurated by the
Hon’ble Union Home Minister at the North Block, New Delhi on
16.05.2025.

10. Hon’ble Union Home Minister launched a new Overseas
Citizen of India (OCI) Portal on19.05.2025.

11. Union Home Minister distributed appointment letters on
30.05.2025 for government jobs to the families affected by the
cross-border attack in Poonch, Jammu and Kashmir.

12.  Achieved a historic success in the resolve of a ‘Naxal-free
India’, security forces killed 31 Naxalites on 14.05.2025 in the
biggest-ever operation against Naxalism at Karreguttalu Hill
(KGH) on Chhattisgarh-Telangana border.

13. Indian Cybercrime Coordination Centre (I4C) has introduced
the new e-Zero FIR initiative on 19.05.2025 to nab any criminal
with unprecedented speed.

14. Surat Airport (Gujarat), Madurai Airport (Tamil Nadu),
Kandia Seaport (Gujarat) and Dawki Land port (Meghalaya) have
been taken over by Bureau of Immigration (Bol) from the
concerned State Government. The notification in this regard has
been issued on 19.05.2025.

15. E-visa facility has been implemented at Surat Airport
(Guyjarat) from 20.05.2025 onwards.

16. Hon’ble Home Minister chaired a meeting on the cleaning of
Yamuna, drinking water, and sewage system in Delhi .



17. Meetings were convened to review the implementation of
New Criminal Laws under the chairmanship of Union Home
Secretary with MHA officials and States i.e. Gujarat and Uttar
Pradesh on 06.05.2025, Assam on 07.05.2025, Rajasthan on
29.05.2025 respectively.

18. 534 Protected Area Permit (PAP) applications were granted
in the month of May, 2025.

19. Financial/administrative powers delegated to the Hon’ble
Administrators/LGs of the UTs without Legislature (i.e. UTs of
A&NI, Chandigarh, DNH&DD, Ladakh & Lakshadweep) under the
Delegation of Financial Powers Rules, 2024 for purchase of
Laptops/Notebooks/Contract and Purchase as referred in Rule
11 of DFPR-2024.

20. The following approval were granted by MHA under Section
45-D of GNCTD Act, 1991: -

(i) Reconstitution of Permanent Lok Adalat-III for the post
of 01 chairperson and 02 members.

(i) Nomination of 01 member out of 02 members to the
Board of Governors of NIT, Delhi.

21. The proposal for the reconstitution of Authority under
Section 45(2) of Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967.

22. Two Projects viz. Long Island’ and ‘Shaheed Dweep’ were
appraised by PPPAC (Public Prorate Partnership Appraisal
Committee) and approval of the Competent Authority conveyed to
implementing Agency.

23. On 16.05.2025, the Cabinet Committee on Security (CCS)
approved the proposal for signing of Letter of Intent (Lol) between
the National Security (NSG) and Group D Intervention DE LA
Gendermerie Nationale (GIGN) of French Republic for Counter
Terrorism Cooperation.
