S.0. 3999(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 25 of the Immigration and
Foreigners Act, 2025 (13 of 2025), the Central Government hereby specifies the officer or authority as mentioned in
column (4) of the Table, who may, before institution of any prosecution under the said Act or during trial, compound
the offences under the said Act as specified in column (2) of the said Table, on payment of the sum (amount) as
specified in column (3) of the said Table
