Major Achievements, significant Development and important
events of Ministry of Home Affairs for the month of October,
2025.

The Hon’ble President of India assented to the “The
Factories (Himachal Pradesh Amendment) Bill, 2020” on
07.10.2025.

2. The instructions of the Hon’ble President for promulgating
“The Industrial Disputes (Gujarat Amendment) Ordinance, 2025”
were conveyed on 28.10.2025.

3. Following meetings were chaired by Hon’ble Union Home
Minister:
i. On 01.10.2025 - A High-Level Committee meeting

approving a number of mitigation, recovery & reconstruction
projects for 9 states having total outlay of Rs. 4645.60 crore.

ii. On 09.10.2025 - A High-level meeting in New Delhi to
review the security situation in Jammu and Kashmir.

4. Hon’ble Union Home Minister inaugurated and laid
foundation stone for the following:

i. On 04.10.2025 - Goa state government’s ‘Mhaje Ghar
Yojana’ and various development projects.

ii. On 09.10.2025 - Development projects worth approximately
¥1816 crore of the Delhi Government in New Delhi.

5. Union Home Secretary reviewed the implementation of New
Criminal Laws in Bihar and Uttarakhand on 07.10.2025 and in
Kerala on 10.10.2025.

6. On 17.10.2025, a review meeting was convened by Union
Home Secretary on implementation of New Criminal Laws in the
Northeastern States.

7. A meeting under the chairmanship of Union Home Secretary
was held on 15.10.2025 to discuss the report submitted by High
Power Committee (HPC) for formulation of Modernization Plan-V
of CAPFs and action taken on the decision taken in the meeting
held on 21.08.2025.

8. A decision had been taken to conduct a one-day National
Conference on New Criminal Law in National Judicial Academy,
Bhopal in the Month of November. The conference will be
attended by the Officers from Police, Prosecution, and Judiciary.



9. HLC approved projects under Expansion and Modernization
of Fire Services for three States viz. Haryana, Madhya Pradesh
and Rajasthan.

10. On 13.10.2025, An MoU was signed between the BOI, MHA
and Mongolian Government to enhance and strengthen
cooperation on immigration matters.

11. The LWE affected district covered under SRE scheme have
been reviewed and now only 11 districts are categorized as LWE
affected districts. Out of 11 districts, 03 are categorized as Most
affected, 04 districts are categorized Districts of concern and 04
are other LWE affected district.
