NOTIFICATION
New Delhi, the 19th June, 2018

S.0. 2947(E).—Whereas, the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 (37 of 1967) (hereinafter
referred to as the said Act) has been enacted to provide for more effective prevention of certain unlawful
activities of individuals and associations and for dealing with terrorist activities and for matters connected

therewith;

And whereas, under clause (m) of sub-section (1) of section 2 of the said Act, “terrorist organisation’
means an organisation listed in the First Schedule to the said Act or an organisation operating under the same
name as an organisation so listed;

And whereas, the First Schedule to the said Act contains the list of such terrorist organisations;

And whereas, the ‘Al-Qaida in Indian Subcontinent (AQIS)’, an affiliate of *Al-Qaida (AQ)’, is
a terrorist organisation, which has committed acts of terrorism in the neighbouring countries, has been
promoting and encouraging terrorist acts on the Indian interests in the Indian Sub-continent and has been
attempting radicalisation and recruitment of youth from India;

And whereas the “Islamic State in Khorasan Province (ISKP)/ISIS Wilayat Khorasan/Islamic State
of Iraq and the Sham-Khorasan (ISIS-K)”, an Afganistan based affiliate of ISIS, is a terrorist
organisation, which promotes and encourages terrorism in the Indian Sub-continent and has been
commiitting terrorist acts to consolidate its position by recruiting youth for ‘global jihad™ and to achieve the
objective of establishing its own ‘caliphate’ by overthrowing democratically elected Governments and
considers India and the Indian interests as its targets and is engaged in activities of radicalising and recruiting
Indian youth for terrorist activities;

And whereas, the recruitment of youth by the said organisations from India and their radicalisation are
a matter of serious concern for the national security and international peace;

And whereas, the Central Government believes that the ‘Al-Qaida in Indian Subcontinent (AQIS)’
and the Islamic State in Khorasan Province (ISKP)/ISIS Wilayat Khorasan/Islamic State of Iraq and the
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Sham-Khorasan (ISIS-K) are terrorist organisations involved in terrorism and has decided to add the said two
organisations and all their manifestations in the First Schedule to the said Act;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (a) of sub-section (1) of section 35 of
the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967, the Central Government hereby makes the following further
amendments in the First Schedule to the said Act. namely:-

In the First Schedule to the said Act, -

(1) for serial number 28 and the entries relating thereto, the following serial number and entries
shall be substituted, namely:-

“28. Al-Qaida/Al-Qaida in Indian Sub-continent (AQIS) and all its manifestations.”;

(i1) for serial number 38 and the entries relating thereto, the following serial number and entries
shall be substituted, namely:-

“38. Islamic State/Islamic State of Traq and Levant/Islamic State of Traq and Syria/Daish/
Islamic State in Khorasan Province (ISKP)/ISIS Wilayat Khorasan/Tslamic State of Iraq and
the Sham-Khorasan (ISIS-K) and all its manifestations.”.
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
