G.8.R. 643(E).— In cxercise of the powers conferred by Section 11 of the State Bmblem of India {Prohibition of
Improper Use) Act, 2005 (50 of 2005), the Central Government hereby makes the following rules regulating the use of the

State Emblem of India in official seal and on stationery and its design, pamely :—

1. Short title, extent, application and coramencement.— (1) These rules may be called the State Emblem of ndia
{Regulation of Use) Rules, 2007, ' '

(2) It extends to the whole of India and also to the citizens of India outside India,

(3) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette,
2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,-—- X
(1)  “Act” means the State Emblem of India (Prohibition of ¥mproper Use) Act, 2005 (38 0f 2005),
()  “Emblem” means the State Emblem of Indiz as defined in clavse (b) of Section 2 of the At
€  “Schedule” means a Schedule appended to these rales; "

{d} “State Government” in relation to a Union territory means the Administrator of that Union territory
appointed by the President under article 239 of the Constitulion,

3. Design of the official seal — (1) The design of the Official Seal shall have the emblem enclosed fn &n oval or
round frame, -

(%) The name of the Ministry or the office shall appear between the inner and outer rims of the frame.

(3) The abbreviated form of the name of a Ministry or the office may be inscribed where it is not possible o
accommodate the name in full,

4. Adoption by States or Union territories.— (1) A State Government may adopt the emblem as the official Emblem
of the State or the Union tertitory, as the case may be, without obtaining the approval of the Central Government,

(2) Where a State Government proposes to incorporate the emblem or any part thereof in the Emblerm of that State
or Union tetritory, as the case may be, it shall do so after obtaining the prior approval of the Central Governiment aad shall
get the design and lay aut approved by the Central Government :

Provided that where a State Government has already fncorporated the emblem or part thersof in the Bmblem of that

- State or Union territory, as the case may be, ptior fo the coming into force of these rules, it may, subject to the other

provisions of these rules, continue to use the emblem.

5. Use in official seals.—The use of the embler in official seal shall be restricted to the authotities specified in
Schedule L.

6. Use on stationery,— (1) The use of the emblern on official or demi-official stationery shall be restricted to the
authorities specified in the Schedule 1 aforesaid, ‘

(2) The emblem, when printed or embossed on official or demi-official stationery, shall appear prominently on the
middle of the top of such stationery.
