Provided that for taking up his initial appointment
as Election Commissioner, he shall be entitled to tra-
velling allowance as on transfer of an officer of an
equivaleat grade from the place of his ordinary resi-
dence to the place of reporting for duty :

Provided further that the Election Commissioner
shall also be entitled to transfer T.A. as an officer of
cquivalent grade at the time of demitting office from
the place of his handing over to the place of his ordj-
nary residence. o - '
